SOLVING FAILURES 
 

➢     Reflectors do not light up: Check supply voltage, cable connec�on at terminal, physical integrity of 

shunt cables and splices.

➢    Remote control range is low: The control box shall be installed outdoors or if installed in a engine room 

for example, it automa�cally reduces the remote control range due to physical barriers. If necessary, place a wire 
to an open place on the terminal called [A], which is responsible for receiving the signal from the remote control, 
i.e. the antenna.

➢    Control does not work: Check ba�ery.

➢    Control box does not turn on: Check control box fuse, supply voltage, remove the reflector cables 

connected to it and turn on the control box, if it works the problem may be in the reflectors or cables.
